4 CHARACTERISTICS OF A PERSON WHO WILL STAND
I. Realize that ___none_____ of us is better than __any____of us.
“But the very next morning the whole community of Israel began muttering again against Moses and Aaron, saying, ‘You have killed the Lord’s people!’” Numbers 16:41 (NLT)

 “…Miriam and Aaron criticized Moses because he had married a Cushite woman.  They said, ‘Has the Lord spoken only through Moses? Hasn’t he spoken through us, too?’ But the Lord heard them.” Numbers 12:1-2  (NLT) 
II. Can not be afraid of dying flesh
“Moses said to Aaron, ‘Take your censer and fill it with incense, along with fire from the Altar. Get to the congregation as fast as you can: make atonement for them. Anger is pouring out from God—the plague has started!’  Aaron grabbed the censer, as directed by Moses, and ran into the midst of the congregation. The plague had already begun. He put burning incense into the censer and atoned for the people.” Numbers 16:46-47 (Message)
III. Must love the unlovable. 
“Beloved, I urge you as aliens and strangers to abstain from fleshly lusts which wage war against the soul. Keep your behavior excellent among the Gentiles, so that in the thing in which they slander you as evildoers, they may because of your good deeds, as they observe them, glorify God in the day of visitation.” I Peter 2:11-12 (NASB)
“Finally, all of you should be of one mind. Sympathize with each other. Love each other as brothers and sisters. Be tenderhearted, and keep a humble attitude. Don’t repay evil for evil. Don’t retaliate with insults when people insult you. Instead, pay them back with a blessing. That is what God has called you to do, and he will bless you for it.”    I Peter 3:8-9 (NLT)

IV. Develop our sense of urgency
“And Moses said to Aaron, ‘Quick, take an incense burner…the plague has already begun…He stood between the dead and the living, and the plague stopped.  But 14,700 people died in that plague, in addition to those who had died in the affair involving Korah”.” Numbers 16:46,48-49 (NLT)

As you look around right now, wouldn’t you say that in about four months it will be time to harvest? Well, I’m telling you to open your eyes and take a good look at what’s right in front of you.
