A breakthrough prayer is a prayer that produces results. There are aspects of some prayers that hinder any results.
“Don’t worry about anything; instead, pray about everything. Tell God what you need, and thank him for all he has done.” Philippians 4:6 (NLT)

“Put on all of God’s armor so that you will be able to stand firm against all strategies of the devil… Pray in the Spirit at all times and on every occasion. Stay alert and be persistent in your prayers for all believers everywhere.﻿” Ephesians 6:11, 18 (NLT)

5 MINDSETS OF BREAKTHROUGH PEOPLE
1. THEY PRAY WITH BOLD CONFIDENCE.
“…let us come boldly to the throne of our gracious God. There we will receive his mercy, and we will find grace to help us when we need it most.” Hebrews 14:16 (NLT)

“Elijah the prophet walked up to the altar and prayed, ‘O Lord, God of Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob,﻿ prove today that you are God in Israel and that I am your servant. Prove that I have done all this at your command. O Lord, answer me! Answer me so these people will know that you, O Lord, are God and that you have brought them back to yourself.’” I Kings 18:36-37 (NLT)

2. THEY PRAY WITH RELENTLESS PERSISTENCE.
“…So don’t you think God will surely give justice to his chosen people who cry out to him day and night? Will he keep putting them off? I tell you, he will grant justice to them quickly! But when the Son of Man﻿ returns, how many will he find on the earth who have faith?” Luke 18:7-8 (NLT)
Hannah was in deep anguish, crying bitterly as she prayed to the Lord…
‘Oh no, sir!’ she replied. ‘I haven’t been drinking wine or anything stronger. But I am very discouraged, and I was pouring out my heart to the Lord.  Don’t think I am a wicked woman! For I have been praying out of great anguish and sorrow.” I Samuel 1:10, 15-16 (NLT)
3. THEY PRAY WITH UNSHAKABLE FAITH. 
“Then Jesus said to the disciples, ‘Have faith in God. I tell you the truth, you can say to this mountain, ‘May you be lifted up and thrown into the sea,’ and it will happen. But you must really believe it will happen and have no doubt in your heart. I tell you, you can pray for anything, and if you believe that you’ve received it, it will be yours.’” Mark 11:22-24 (NLT)
4. THEY PRAY WITH SELFLESS INCENTIVES.  
“…Yet you don’t have what you want because you don’t ask God for it. And even when you ask, you don’t get it because your motives are all wrong—you want only what will give you pleasure.” James 4:2-3 (NLT)

“When Simon saw that the Spirit was given when the apostles laid their hands on people, he offered them money to buy this power. ‘Let me have this power, too,’ he exclaimed, ‘so that when I lay my hands on people, they will receive the Holy Spirit!’ But Peter replied, ‘May your money be destroyed with you for thinking God’s gift can be bought!  You can have no part in this, for your heart is not right with God. Repent of your wickedness and pray to the Lord. Perhaps he will forgive your evil thoughts, for I can see that you are full of bitter jealousy and are held captive by sin.” Acts 8:18-23 (NLT)
5. THEY PRAY WITH PROPHETIC DECLARATIONS. 
“I tell you the truth, you can SAY to this mountain, ‘May you be lifted up and thrown into the sea,’ and it will happen.” Mark 11:23 (NLT)
“But the officer said, ‘Lord, I am not worthy to have you come into my home. Just say the word from where you are, and my servant will be healed…Then Jesus said to the Roman officer, ‘Go back home. Because you believed, it has happened.’ And the young servant was healed that same hour.”        Matthew 8:8, 13 (NLT)

“But Peter said, ‘I don’t have any silver or gold for you. But I’ll give you what I have. In the name of Jesus Christ the Nazarene, get up and walk!’” Acts 3:6 (NLT)
“He said to them, ‘Go into all the world and preach the good news to all creation. Whoever believes and is baptized will be saved, but whoever does not believe will be condemned.
