I.  THE PROCESSES OF CHANGE. (Vs. 3-8)

a. ALL CHANGE STARTS WITH DESIRE. (vs. 3)

“I love those who love me, and those who seek me diligently will find me.”  Proverbs 8:17 (NKJV)

b. ALL CHANGE REQUIRES A TURN IN DIRECTION. (vs. 3-7)

“Meanwhile, Zacchaeus stood before the Lord and said, ‘I will give half my wealth to the poor, Lord, and if I have cheated people on their taxes, I will give them back four times as much!’ 9 Jesus responded, ‘Salvation has come to this home today, for this man has shown himself to be a true son of Abraham.’” Luke 19:8-9 (NLT) 

c. ALL CHANGE REQUIRES ESTABLISHING A NEW FOUNDATION  (vs. 8)
“These words I speak to you are not incidental additions to your life, homeowner improvements to your standard of living. They are foundational words, words to build a life on. a. IT BRINGS US BACK TO GOD.
