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Accidental: happening by chance or accident; not planned; unexpected
Purposeful: An anticipated outcome that is intended or that guides your planned actions.

“Now these are the gifts Christ gave to the church: the apostles, the prophets, the evangelists, and the pastors and teachers. 12 Their responsibility is to equip God’s people to do his work and build up the church, the body of Christ. 13 This will continue until we all come to such unity in our faith and knowledge of God’s Son that we will be mature in the Lord, measuring up to the full and complete standard of Christ.

14 Then we will no longer be immature like children. We won’t be tossed and blown about by every wind of new teaching. We will not be influenced when people try to trick us with lies so clever they sound like the truth. 15 Instead, we will speak the truth in love, growing in every way more and more like Christ, who is the head of his body, the church. 16 He makes the whole body fit together perfectly. As each part does its own special work, it helps the other parts grow, (WHY?) so that the whole body is healthy and growing and full of love.” Ephesians 4:11-16 
HOW TO GROW ON PURPOSE.
Luke 8:4-15

1. I MUST DEAL WITH THE HARDNESS OF HEART.

“…some seed fell on a footpath, where it was stepped on, and the birds ate it… The seeds that fell on the footpath represent those who hear the message, only to have the devil come and take it away from their hearts and prevent them from believing and being saved.” Luke 8:5, 12 (NLT) 
“Then he climbed into the boat, and the wind stopped. They were totally amazed, for they still didn’t understand the significance of the miracle of the loaves. Their hearts were too hard to take it in.” Mark 6:51-52 (NLT)

“Jesus knew what they were saying, so he said, “Why are you arguing about having no bread? Don’t you know or understand even yet? Are your hearts too hard to take it in?” Mark 8:17 (NLT)
2. I MUST GROW DEEP ROOTS
“Other seed fell among rocks. It began to grow, but the plant soon wilted and died for lack of moisture… The seeds on the rocky soil represent those who hear the message and receive it with joy. But since they don’t have deep roots, they believe for a while, then they fall away when they face temptation.” Luke 8:6, 13 (NLT)

I planted the seed in your hearts, and Apollos watered it, but it was God who made it grow…. 8 The one who plants and the one who waters work together with the same purpose…” I Corinthians 3:6,8 (NLT)
3. I MUST KEEP MY PRIORITIES STRAIGHT

“Other seed fell among thorns that grew up with it and choked out the tender plants… The seeds that fell among the thorns represent those who hear the message, but all too quickly the message is crowded out by the cares and riches and pleasures of this life. And so they never grow into maturity.” Luke 8:7, 14 (NLT)

 “So don’t worry about these things, saying, ‘What will we eat? What will we drink? What will we wear?’ 32 These things dominate the thoughts of unbelievers, but your heavenly Father already knows all your needs. 33 Seek the Kingdom of God﻿ above all else, and live righteously, and he will give you everything you need.”  Matthew 6:31-33 (NLT)
4. I MUST CLING TO GOD’S WORD
 “ Still other seed fell on fertile soil. This seed grew and produced a crop that was a hundred times as much as had been planted... And the seeds that fell on the good soil represent honest, good-hearted people who hear God’s word, cling to it, and patiently produce a huge harvest.”          Luke 8:8, 15 (NLT)

“Make me walk along the path of your commands, for that is where my happiness is found. Give me an eagerness for your laws rather than a love for money!  Turn my eyes from worthless things, and give me life through your word.” Psalm 119:35-37 (NLT)
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
