REALIZING THE CAUSE YOU WERE BORN FOR
I. You Are Not Here By Accident.
 “I knew you before I formed you in your mother’s womb. Before you were born I set you apart and appointed you as my prophet to the nations.” Jeremiah 1:5 (NLT) 
You made all the delicate, inner parts of my body and knit me together in my mother’s womb.” Psalms 139:18 (NLT)
II. God’s Vision For You is Rooted in a CAUSE. 
“Then the Lord answered me and said: ‘Write the vision And make it plain on tablets, That he may run who reads it.” Habakkuk 2:2 (NLT) 

· A vision can be personal but a cause is bigger than any one person.
“So when the apostles were with Jesus, they kept asking him, ‘Lord, has the time come for you to free Israel and restore our kingdom?’” Acts 1:6 (NLT) 

· A vision is something you possess, but a cause possesses you. 

· Most will not die for a vision, but will die for a cause.
“There is no greater love than to lay down one’s life for one’s friends.” John 15:13 (NLT) 

· A vision has options but a cause leaves you with no choice.
“For I have a great sense of obligation to people … to preach the Good News.” Romans 1:14-15 (NLT)

· A vision can be ignored but you can not ignore a cause

III. How Your Vision is Empowered.
· A vision can generate excitement but a cause generates power. 
“So my advice is, leave these men alone. Let them go. If they are planning and doing these things merely on their own, it will soon be overthrown. But if it is from God, you will not be able to overthrow them. You may even find yourselves fighting against God!” 

Acts 5:38-39 (NLT)

· A vision can exist for you but you exist for a cause 
“But Peter and John replied, ‘Do you think God wants us to obey you rather than him? We cannot stop telling about everything we have seen and heard.” Acts 4:19-20 (NLT)

· Most visions do not outlast you, but a cause is eternal

· A vision is allowed to change but a cause never changes. 

· When you get behind His Cause, He will get behind your vision. 

“Jesus came and told his disciples, ‘I have been given all authority in heaven and on earth. 19 Therefore, go and make disciples of all the nations,﻿﻿ baptizing them in the name of the Father and the Son and the Holy Spirit. 20 Teach these new disciples to obey all the commands I have given you. And be sure of this: I am with you always, even to the end of the age.” Matthew 28:18-20 (NLT)
IV. Living a Life of Cause and Effect.
