I. We all walk in one or two paths. 
· We choose our own path

· We choose God’s path. 

“When Pharaoh finally let the people go, God did not lead them along the main road that runs through Philistine territory, even though that was the shortest route to the Promised Land. God said, “If the people are faced with a battle, they might change their minds and return to Egypt.” 18 So God led them in a roundabout way through the wilderness toward the Red Sea…”  Exodus 13:17-18 (NLT)
“The Lord went ahead of them. He guided them during the day with a pillar of cloud, and he provided light at night with a pillar of fire. This allowed them to travel by day or by night. 22 And the Lord did not remove the pillar of cloud or pillar of fire from its place in front of the people.” Exodus 13:21-22 (NLT)
II. Don’t Grumble and Don’t Be Afraid.

III. Stand Strong In the Lord
